Didier Gallimard owns 10 hectares of prime vineyard on the steep slopes around Les Ricey in the Southern Aube.  

His vines’ average 25 years and fhe vineyards, which are of chalk and limestone, are planted to 100% pinot noir.  

His wines are full, rich and offer enticing aromas and flavours of summer fruits. The rosé is produced in limited quantities.

The Special Cuvée has depth and complexity with half the wine fermented  

in oak barrels. The Vintage “Grande Année, RD and the Vieilles Vignes Françaises (based on three small parcels of ungrafted Pinot Noir wines  

in Ay and Bouzy) are deep, powerful and serious wines.

lilac and dried apricots.  Brut Vintage reveals honey and nut on the nose, behind a layer of white fruits.  Blanc des Millenaires has  

a lightly honeyed nose, aromas of polished wood and dried white fruits.

The life of the Benedictine Monk, brother Pierre, was dedicated to the improvement of wines within  

the Champagne region His preference was for red grapes because the second fermentation was less likely and produced the style that  

was eventually to become so popular his wines were double the price of the Abbeys rivals. Although the Abbey ceased production  

in the French revolution, His name launched the first Cuvée prestige in 1937.

A favourite of Charles de Gaulle, Aube-based Drappier Champagnes are fruity, lively and exuberant. Carte d’Or Brut has  

the classic Pinot Noir aroma conveying subtle citrus and red fruits with yeasty bread. The vigorous Grand Cendrée is produced from vines  

planted over 70 years ago with 55% elegant Chardonnay and 45% Pinot Noir giving body and fruit.

Based in Vertus, Côte de Blancs, Duval-Leroy is now one of the largest land-owners in all Champagne. The wines ref lect this location,

Champagne Egly-Ouriet, Ambonnay

This serious, well-run domaine has nine hectares of Grand Cru vineyards. In the cellar, slow pressing, natural yeast,  

fermentation in barriques and bottling without fining or filtration help to give the wines their pure identity.  

The wines are Pinot-rich with minimal dosage. Old gold colours, scents of warm fruit, deep, resonant f lavours.

the Marne region. Harvesting is manual with just the first pressings being used.

Alfred Gratien has been producing since 1864 with rigorous selection of grapes, traditional methods, limited output and respect for the land.  

The first fermentation takes place entirely in small 228 litre oak Champagne casks giving a vinous, f lavoursome, balanced style. Cuvée Paradis  

is a blend of tete de cuvées and Grand Cru wines: a vinous wine redolent of honey, sweet walnuts and gingerbread.

Founded in 1808, Henriot’s belief is in careful grape selection and extended cellaring before release, bringing a richer style,  

often creamy on the palate. As the wines age yeasty bread like character appears.

Champagne Jacquesson, Dizy  

Jacquesson was founded in 1798 by Memmie Jacquesson and today stakes a claim as the oldest independent Champagne house.  

The latest NV blend – 731, is a blend of one third Pinot Noir, Pinot Meunier and Chardonnay, based on the 2000 vintage,  

a gently honeyed texture, sweet toffee, gentle acids and overall a rich style, cut through by a lemony finish. The impressive Avize Grand Cru  

is from a single vineyard and has a cashew nut nose, piles of honeyed fruit with a mineral seam.

Champagne Krug, Reims  

 “The feeling of friendship is like that of being comfortably filled with roast beef; love, like being enlivened with champagne.”

Krug is distinctive and easily recognized by taste due to complete barrel fermentation and extended lees aging;  

on the nose, Krug is identified by its strongly developed and aged nutty lees inf luence and a certain oakiness.   

On the palate, Krug wines commonly display a raciness derived from their unique production; suppression of  

the malolactic fermentation, richness both from lees and barrel fermentation.

Laurent-Perrier, Tour sur Marne

Founded in 1812, Laurent Perrier has maintained family ownership, though the family name has changed through sale and bequeath.  

In 1945 army sergeant Bernard de Nonancourt broke into Hitler’s wine cave in the Bavarian Alps, where he discovered half a million bottles of wine 

including a few hundred cases of Salon Champagne, which he had witnessed being stolen from his neighbour five years earlier. On return, Bernard 

started a 4-year apprenticeship within other houses in preparation to take over Laurent-Perrier from his mother with these guiding words: 

 

“You’ ll never make a good Director without being a good worker”

Paillard’s Champagnes are“taut, tight, slender and pure” Andrew Jefford 

The Brut NV is incisive, the rosé refreshingly fruity and the Reserve Privée, founded in Paillard’s own 3ha vineyard in Oger,  

is thrillingly acidic laced with sap, leaf and grapefruit. The prestige NPU is only made from Grand Cru wines from seven separate vineyards  

which are fermented in oak – vivid, vinous, intense and extraordinary.

Pol Roger, thanks to the enthusiastic endorsement of Winston Churchill, has always been regarded with fondness by the British people.  

The wines tend to be seductive with a plump, honey-tinged richness, yet quite shy on the finish. The vintage brut is composed of 60% Pinot Noir 

and 40% Chardonnay. The Rosé has a pale, onion skin hue, and a lovely nose, demonstrating a refined, mineral-infused quality.

Champagne Ruinart, Reims 

Ruinart, established in 1729, is another laying claim to be the first Champagne house. A blend of 100% Premier Cru Chardonnay from  

different years it has a very beautiful pale golden yellow colour. An intense nose with notes of fresh citrus fruit, mainly lime, greets you followed 

by a very supple, round and harmonious palate. Dom Ruinart is 100% Grand Cru Chardonnay – a fine, fresh and delicate nose with a beautiful 

intensity. Notes of fresh almonds, toasted brioche, citrus fruits and dried fruits, f ine and delicate sensation on the palate and  

a finish suggestive of fresh citrus fruit notes and coffee.

Once the personal Champagne house of Eugène Aimé Salon, a rabbit skin millionaire of the early 20th century, Salon is now owned by  

Laurent Perrier. Only one cuvée is produced and it is exclusively vintage, making it the only winery not to produce a wine every year.

The philosophy of this estate according to Laurent Champ, fifth generation of the Champ family at the helm, is to make wines, not bubbles.  

The Grand Réserve (70% Pinot, 30% Chardonnay) is vinous and crisply defined, the Grand Cellier reverses the proportions and is more piercing  

and intense. The vintage Coeur de Cuvée is from the heart of the pressings of an 80% Chardonnay, 20% Pinot blend from 50+ year old vines,  

barrel-fermented and bottled without filtration.

One of the oldest restaurants in London's theatreland, Kettner's was founded in 1867 by Auguste Kettner,  
a former chef to Napoleon III. Kettner's was a French restaurant with a frisky reputation. A place where respectable 

diners and actresses could consort and indeed cavort, it is situated in four Georgian houses just behind the stage doors 
and has a secret passageway running to the Palace Theatre. Kettner's  runs over five floors with a warren of private 

rooms, known as Cabinets Particuliers, which were perfect venues for a little Tête-à-Tête over dinner and champagne.  
Former regulars include Oscar Wilde and Bosie (it is mentioned in the trials),  

Lily Langtry, Agatha Christie and Bing Crosby.
